Sewing machine in good working order 

Basic sewing supplies 

*Rotary cutter and mat 

*6” by 24” ruler 

Wedge ruler, a 10-degree or a 9-degree 

*12” sq ruler 

12” sq piece of freezer paper 

Invisible Grip a must. For the Wedge ruler 

*Quarter inch foot 

*Thread for piecing 

*Straight pins 

*Quilts Without Corners Book 

 

Fabric Requirements: 
 

On the next page, it tells you how much fabric you will need.  MAKE SURE YOU READ THE PART 

UNDER CUTTING.  IT’S VERY IMPORTANT.  IT IS ALSO VERY IMPORTANT THAT YOU 

LABEL EACH STRIPE YOU CUT.  I PIN THE LABEL TO THE SALVAGE END OF EACH 

STRIPE.  THIS IS ONLY GOING TO MAKE IT A LOT EAISER TO MAKE 

 

As you cut each color and label, then put your strips you cut for that color in a zip lock bag. 

 

On color H you do not need to cut the two bias grain strips, we will make that decision in class. 

 

FOR COLOR D THAT IS GOING TO BE YOUR ZINNER WHEN ITS SEW ITS ONLY WILL BE ¼’ 

WIDE.  YOU CAN USE A QUILTER LAME; THERE ARE LOTS OF DIFFERENT COLORS OUT 

THERE.  I WILL BRING SOME TO SELL TO MY STUDENTS IF YOU CAN’T FIND ANY. 

 

Remember to choose background colors with care.  Do not use stripes, directional prints or a pattern that 

repeats. 

 

Fabric: 
 

Color A                                  1 –5/8 yard 

Color B                                   1 –3/4 yard 

Color C                                   1/3 yard 

Color D                                   ¼ yard 

Color E                                    ½ yard 

Color F                                    1/3 yard 

Color G                                   3/8 yards 

Color H                                    ½ yard 

 

Bias Binding                           ½ yard 

Backing                                   3 – ¼ yard 

Batting                                    54” x 54” 



Cutting 
 

Cut each yardage piece in half along the centerfold before cutting strips.  All strips should 

measure approximately 22” rather than the full fabric width. 

Cut strips in the widths show below.  Group and label the strips according to width and color 

 

Color A 

Two strips 23” wide, One strip 11” wide, One strip 9 ½ “ wide, One strip 8” wide, One strip 7” 

wide, One strip 5 ½” wide, One stripe 5” wide, One strip 4” wide, One strips 3” wide and One 

strip 2” wide. 

 

Color B 

One strip 16” wide, Two strips 14” wide, One strip 13” wide, Two strips 12 ½” wide, One strip 11” 

wide, One strip 9 ½” wide, and One strip 8” wide 

 

Color C 

Two strips 2 ½” wide, One strip 2” wide, One strip 1 ½” strip, and One strip 1” wide 

 

Color D 

Nine strips ¾” wide 

 

Color E 

Five strips 3” wide and Four strips 2 ½” wide 

 

Color F 

Five strips 1 ½” wide, and Two strips 1” wide 

 

Color G 

 Nine strips 2” wide 

 

Color H 

Nine strips 1” wide
